HONOR WALK INSTRUCTIONS

Regardless of ceremony location, please make plans with your honoree ahead of time
to meet no later than 6:45 PM and sit together.

OLD CENTRE LAWN:

e Graduates and Honorees will sit together in the seats on the Olin Hall side of Old Centre lawn. ALL other
guests will sit in seats on the Main Street side of the lawn.

e After a few opening remarks, Graduates and Honorees will be dismissed by row. Proceed quietly around
Old Centre and enter through the back door.

e At the backdoor, you will be handed a card with your name and honoree name. Pencils will be available
if any edits need to be made to those cards. Please print clearly!

e As you reach the front door, hand your card to Krista Rinehart. She will indicate when you should walk
through the doors, where you will shake President Moreland’s hand. Dr. McAllister will announce your
names as you reach the seal.

e Pause briefly for a picture and then return to your seat through the center aisle. Please remain seated for

the remainder of the ceremony.

e While waiting in line behind and inside of Old Centre, please remain quiet. The sound carries and

disrupts the ceremony.

NEWLIN HALL (RAIN PLAN):

e If the ceremony is moved indoors for weather, you will be notified via email around Noon on Saturday,
May 23.

e Graduates and Honorees will sit together in the orchestra pit and on the Newlin Hall stage. ALL other
guests will sit in the balcony of Newlin Hall.

e After a few opening remarks, Graduates and Honorees will be dismissed by row beginning with those
seated on the stage. You will be led across stage and through the double doors to the backstage area.
Please proceed quietly.

e Once all rows on the stage have been dismissed, rows in the orchestra pit will be released one at a time
and led backstage.

e  You will receive your card in the backstage area. Continue in line through the front doors onto the stage.

® As you near the stage, hand your card to Krista Rinehart. When she indicates, walk toward stage center.
You will shake hands with President Moreland on the way. Dr. McAllister will announce your names as you
reach the temporary seal.

e Pause briefly for a picture and then return to your seat from the outside of the aisle. Staff will be there
to direct you. Please remain seated for the remainder of the ceremony.

e While waiting backstage, please remain gquiet. The sound carries and disrupts the ceremony.
